COURSE DESCRIPTION

planning, and learning styles. Techniques of study such as time management, listening and note
taking, text marking, library and research skills, preparing for examinations, and utilizing
learning resources are covered. This includes courses in college orientation and developments
of students’ academic skills that apply to all disciplines. This course is time-bound, structured,
and completed totally online
