COURSE DESCRIPTION

Psychology of learning and success; examines factors that underlie learning, success, and personal
development in higher education. Topics covered include information processing, memory, strategic
learning, self-regulation, goal setting, motivation, educational and career planning, and learning styles.
Techniques of study such as time management, listening and note taking, text marking, library and
research skills, preparing for examinations, and utilizing learning resources are covered. This includes
courses in college orientation and the development of students’ academic skills that apply to all
disciplines.

1. Navigate the systems of college (including technology, career/major exploration, academic advising,
registration, and campus resources).

2. Examine factors that underlie learning, success, and personal development in higher education.

4. Demonstrate the State of Texas core objectives of critical thinking, communication, teamwork,
personal and social responsibility, and qualitative reasoning.

5. Understand the concept of financial literacy for students, including the financial aid process.
